SOCIALISM, MARXISM, COMMUNISM, DEMOCRACY, WOKE and DEI

Karl Marx, 1818-1883, the German political philosopher and economist was one of the most influential socialist
thinkers in history. With his collaborator Friedrich Engels, Marx published The Communist Manifesto in 1848.

Marxism is a political and economic theory where a society has no classes. Every person within the society works
fora common good, and class struggle is theoretically gone. Marx argued that throughout history, society has been
based on two social classes, the ruling class (bourgeoisie) who own the means of production (factories, for example)
and the working class (proletariat) who are exploited.

Marxism advocates for an overthrow of capitalism that would lead to socialism,
before eventually transforming into communism after class antagonisms cease
to exist. Marxists often refer to socialism as the first, necessary phase on the

way from capitalism to communism. i ‘

Marxism Is An Atheistic And Materialistic Worldview Based On Karl Marx. MANIFESTD

Marxism promotes the abolition of private property, no more ownership of the
means of production, with the end to move into Communism. A primary goal of
socialism is social equality and a redistribution of wealth based on one's contribution to society.

Marxism has had a profound impact on contemporary culture. Modern communism and most socialist theories,
including the progressive wing of our current political parties all derive from it.

Cultural Marxism is the latest iteration of Marxist principles applied to culture rather than economics.

This movement began in the 1950s when the Frankfurt School's Marxists (Adorno, Marcuse, Horkheimer,
Lowenthal) moved to the U.S. Realizing that focusing on economics and the class structure wasn't going to
work in well-established democracies with strong capitalists economies, they decided to focus on minority
grievance groups instead.

Cultural Marxism remains popular among those who shape our cultural, academic, and political lives
and in the popular movements pushing equity and diversity. The modern extreme versions of the
feminist movement, rainbow/LGBTQ+ movements, Black Lives Matter (BLM), “Defund Police”
movements, *extreme environmental activists, and most recently Hamas and Palestinian protest
supporters all get their philosophical and moral frameworks from “Cultural Marxism".

Under current Marxism all human relationships are now defined in terms of the systemic
oppression of one group by another a favorite battle cry of the “progressive” movement.

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WOKE is a political slang adjective whose exact definition changes depending on who you ask.
Itis derived from the mid-1900s African American Vernacular English (AAVE) originally meaning
someone who is informed and “conscious of" or "awake to" racial prejudice and discrimination.

Current Usage:
WOKE is most often used as a political umbrella term for

individuals who are obsessed with their view of social injustice and
think of themselves on a moral high ground. They see themselves
as fighting for a better world over issues such as racial and sexual
injustice, gender change freedom, LGBTQ+ rights, *extreme STHY WUKE
environmentalism or whatever current protest and cause is making e ———
headlines.

They are usually characterized as intolerant, indoctrinated, left-wing progressives that are close-minded
and unable to accept a different perspective. They can also be ignorant to the irrationality of some of their
claims and the problems they create. They are seen to be “tolerant of everything” as long as it fits into their
worldview. Additionally, they attempt to force everyone else to agree or become socially criticized and
eventually cancelled.

The term gained popularity at the start of the Black Lives Matter movement in 2014. The Ferguson,
Missouri protests that year spotlighted the social injustices and police brutality faced by the black
community following the fatal police shooting of Michael Brown. Brown's death was shortly followed

by the fatal police encounters of Eric Garner, Tamir Rice, and others -- which has continued the use of the
phrase in protest and activist circles.

o DEl leads to preferencing individuals

based on their race, gender, or
orientation. Therefore, others are intentionally discriminated against based on the same criteria.

o DEltends to favor those who look different as opposed to those who are diverse in other areas, like
faith, culture, background or experience. This occurs because the emphasis on the physical gives DEI
immediately tangible results by making a group appear more diverse.

o DEl preference based on one’s looks rather than skills and experience, results in failure. Putting
limitations on the talent pool because of racial or gender quotas, significantly reduces the number
of qualified candidates.

DEI mandates are increasingly evident in the progressive movement often referred
to as “Identity Politics”. People point to President Biden's selection of a
Vice President and his Cabinet Members as illustrations of this principle of looks or life
style as the criteria rather than skill or experience.

Only time will tell if
these are lasting new policies.

Centuries ago, ancient Celts traveled windy moors to worship the horned god, Cernunnos. Ancient Egyptians
crossed deserts to invoke the protection of Isis. Druids journeyed to a forest clearing to perform rituals under the
moon. But over time, such deities faded into myth; the rituals went underground.

Recently, however, a resurgence of interest in Pagan practices—crystals and tarot cards, astrology, and herbal
magic-has brought Paganism from the fringes back to the center of pop culture, or at least to the top of

your TikTok feed. At least 1.5 million people in the United States identify as Pagans-up from 134,000 in 2001.
They range from Wiccans and Kemetics to TikTok witches and heathens.

"There is, in general, a move away from organized religions and toward spirituality,” says Helen Berger, an author
and sociologist of contemporary Paganism and witchcraft. Female empowerment and gay rights movements,
*the climate crisis, and a desire for a more life-affirming religion have fueled interest in the growing spiritual
community, she adds.

From spellcasting in Salem, Massachusetts,
to full moon rituals in Asheville, North
Carolina, to transcending the metaphysical
plane in Sedona, Arizona, here’s how to
immerse yourself in the cultural traditions of
Pagan communities.

..Historically, the term pagan referred to anyone who didn't believe in Judeo-Christian principles, often
belonging to ancient cultures in countries such as Greece, Rome, Egypt, Scandinavia, and Ireland...

After centuries of persecution, Paganism remained mainly a fringe practice until the 1960s. It became an
attractive religion to follow for those rebelling against restrictive social norms. In the past decade, the rise of
TikTok-#witchtok has more than 35 billion views...

Where to experience Pagan culture

Attending a ritual event is one way to learn about Pagan practices. Samhain, celebrated from the evening of
October 31 into November 1, marks the end of harvest season and the start of winter. In Salem, Pagans observe
the holiday with festivals, dancing, nature walks, and honoring their ancestors. Visitors can attend the Official
Salem Witches' Halloween Ball to witness ceremonial dances, spellcasting, and other rituals.
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Dixie "Queen Lady Passion” Deerman, founder and high priestess of Coven Oldenwilde in Asheville says that

to experience rituals firsthand is transformational, as participants experience an ecstatic state, creating a feeling
of oneness with other participants. “Immersion in ritual is akin to floating in soul-soothing water," Deerman says.
..Travelers can visit Mother Grove Goddess Temple, near downtown Asheville, to join in public rituals during the
ancient holy days (and Earth Day) and participate in full moon ceremonies.

During other key Pagan holidays like Yule (winter solstice), Ostara (spring equinox), and Litha (midsummer
solstice), Salem’s Witch House, the only standing structure in town with direct ties to the Salem witch trials of
1692, offers live demonstrations and activities that teach about Pagan traditions.

Witch hunt tourism is lucrative. It also obscures a tragic history
Roger Herson, a practicing wizard, says Salem's New England Magic and Pentagram are great starting places.
for people exploring Paganism since they're both a “shop and school of witchcraft and wizardry," he says.
"There are many witches in Salem who still practice and teach 'magick’ in an authentic way, as opposed to
those who are more into the glitz and glam,” Herson says.

Salem and Asheville aren't the only towns known for pagan gatherings... Every July, during the midsummer
solstice, WitchsFest USA-one of the most visible Pagan festivals in the U.S.—draws thousands into the streets
of Manhattan for dance circles, 60 different workshops, and guest lectures from global Pagan leaders.

Pagan-friendly communities teeming with psychic shops, astrology classes, natural healers, and metaphysical
supply stores appeal to the physical components of Paganism. In Sedona, a city known for its vortexes and sites
of spiraling energy, it's the spiritual activities that draw thousands of tourists to the Red Rocks annually.

... local lore has it that the whole area is a vortex that enhances spiritual practices such as meditation,
clairvoyance, and yoga," says Susannah Crockford, an anthropologist and author.

...Green Witch Creations, an apothecary in Sedona, provides workshops on spiritual empowerment, chakra
alignment, and aura healing. It also sells chakra jewelry and crystal wands and offers tarot card readings and
Reiki energy sessions ...

Pagan terms:
Tik Tok witch—A social media influencer who shares knowledge on witchcraft, spirituality, and magic.

Cernunnos-Ancient Celt deity who oversees nature, wilderness, and sexuality.

Isis-The most powerful goddess in the ancient Egyptian religion, she oversees healing and magic.

Druid-A practitioner of Druidry, an ancient Celtic nature-based pagan religion that believes in *environmental
stewardship.

Wiccan-A practitioner (often called a witch or wizard) of Wicca, one of the largest moderm-day, nature-based
pagan religions.

Kemetic-A person who follows the beliefs of the ancient Egyptian religion.
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
